Varmedrift eller AUTO-drift
Varmepumpen bør stå i varmedrift i oppvarmingssesongen. Den bør helst ikke stå i AUTO-drift, hvor den lett kan 
starte kjøling ved for eksempel ekstra fyring i peis/vedovn, eller ved tilfeller der sollys varmer opp rommet utenfra.   

Manuell viftehastighet eller Auto-viftehastighet 
Auto-viftehastighet kan regulere hastigheten automatisk etter behov.  En svakhet ved å bruke manuell hastighet er 
ofte at viftehastigheten blir justert ned, med ønske om et lavere lydnivå, men så endrer utetemperaturen seg mye 
over natten.

Den 
vil da forsøke å holde en jevn temperatur i rommet. Nattsenkingsfunksjonene, som er bygget inn i varmepumpen,
endrer temperaturen på natten med maksimalt 2 ºC, og da med kun 1 ºC i timen. Dette er en ganske liten endring 
av temperaturen, og dette vil ikke påvirke overflatene like mye som om man slår varmepumpen helt av på natten.
